LICENSE REQUIREMENTS AT DMV

1. Proper forms and identification

* Make sure you have been approved to get a license before you go to the Department of Motor Vehicles. Consult the Illinois State Board of Education Website (See Online Verification) www.isbe.net
· A Parent or Legal Guardian must be present for signatures on documents
· Social Security Card - NO PHOTOCOPY
· Certified Birth Certificate or Passport - NO PHOTOCOPY 
· School ID (Photo ID)
· Driving Permit and Exam Receipt
· By Pass Form (If qualified)
· 50 hour Driving Log (Signed and Complete)
· Residency –Proof of address (Personal Mail)
· Contact your insurance provider prior to leaving for the DMV (Inform them of the pending licensure)
Students who qualified for the “By-Pass” program should:

· Bring your official “By-Pass” form - those students with an A in both classroom and driving and who pass the driving test will pick up the by pass form at the end of the semester/summer. 

     * A lost “By-Pass” form can be ordered from Mr. Matthews for $5.00.
     ** Everyone should be prepared to take the road test in the event of random “Spot-Check”        
         testing.
Students who did NOT qualify for the “By-Pass” program should:

· Road Tests – You must be in line approximately 2 hours before closing time in order to take the road test that day.
· Show proof of insurance (confirmation of current insurance on the testing vehicle)

· Show vehicle registration (proof of ownership of the vehicle used in testing) 

· Safety Inspection- lights, windshield (no cracks) , front license plate, and horn
Additional Necessities for testing at the DMV 
· Three attempts at DMV on 1 permit.
· No additional fee to be paid
· Organ Donation
· DMV Hours-Tuesday 9:00 am to 7:00 pm, Wednesday thru Friday from 8:00 am to 5:30 pm and Saturday from 8:00 am until noon.
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
